When	and	where	will	the	AQHA	All	English	show	be	held?	

The	AQHA	All	English	show	will	be	held	at	the	Paso	Robles	Horse	Park	on	SATURDAY,	May	
23,	2026	in	conjunc,on	with	the	Horse	Park’s	B-rated	Rose’	in	May	show	May	21-24,	
2026.	AQHA	exhibitors	are	welcome	to	crossover	to	show	in	the	Rose’	in	May	show,	as	
well	as	the	AQHA	show.	

Why	Paso	Robles	Horse	Park?	

For	one	the	Paso	Robles	Horse	Park	is	in	the	center	of	the	state	making	it	accessible	to	
both	northern	and	southern	California	compe&tors.		Secondly,	Paso	Robles	is	an	end	
des$na$on	with	a	vibrant	culinary	and	vi,culture	industry.		Finally,	the	Paso	Robles	
Horse	Park	is	a	premier,	award-winning	67-acre	equestrian	facility	on	the	California	
Central	Coast,	renowned	for	its	stunning,	oak-filled	landscape,	top-!er	GGT	synthe!c	
foo#ng,	and	family-friendly	atmosphere.	The	facility	includes	five	compe55on	arenas,	
five	warm-up	rings,	224	permanent	stalls,	and	52	onsite	RV	spots	with	full	hookups.		

Why	is	this	show	so	important?	

AQHA	members	who	compete	in	English	classes,	and	over	fences	classes	in	par:cular,	
have	struggled	to	find	AQHA	approved	compe66ons	that	offered	classes	that	would	
enable	them	to	qualify	for	the	AQHA	World	Show.			This	show	is	an	AQHA	WORLD	SHOW	
QUALIFYING	EVENT.	We	are	tenta.vely	planning	at	least	4	AQHA	shows	annually	at	Paso	
Robles	Horse	Park	so	that	exhibitors	can	qualify	by	points	or	by	par8cipa8on.	

What	classes	will	be	offered?	

A	full	slate	of	English	Over	Fence	classes,	including	flat	classes,	(Hunt	Seat	Equita&on,	
Hunter	Under	Saddle,	English	Versa%lity).	The	divisions	include	Rookie,	Level	1	Amateur,	
Level	1	Youth,	Youth,	Amateur,	Select,	along	with	Jr,	Sr	and	Open	classes.	The	over	fences	
classes	include	hunter	hack,	working	hunter	and	jumping.			Halter	classes	will	also	be	
offered	in	the	morning	for	all	divisions.	

How	much	are	class	fees?		

Class	fees	are	$45	to	$55	a	class.			The	class	fees	pay	for	show	overhead,	such	as	grounds	
maintenance,	jump	crews,	administra)on	but	also	pay	for	outstanding	prizes.	The	show	
fees	also	offer	complimentary	show	photography	of	compe(tors	and	their	horses.		Go	to	
h"p://www.grandpixphoto.com	to	view	some	amazing	photos	from	prior	Paso	Robles	
Horse	Park	shows.	

How	much	is	the	stall	fee?	



The	stall	fee	is	$200	for	four	days.			Exhibitors	can	move	in	Wednesday	a<ernoon,	or	
later,	and	must	leave	by	close	of	business	Sunday.		Exhibitors	who	come	early	may	wish	
to	compete	in	United	States	Huter	Jumper	Associa4on	classes	at	a	significantly	
discounted	rate.		Horses	do	not	need	to	be	UAHJA	registered	or	microchipped	to	
compete	in	USHJA	Outreach	classes.		Riders	must	have	a	free	USHJA	outreach	
membership.	

Will	there	be	more	of	these	shows	in	the	future?	

Our	intent	is	to	form	a	mul/-year	partnership	with	the	Horse	Park	and	to	hold	up	to	four	
of	these	shows	per	year,	either	in	conjunc(on	with	the	Horse	Park’s	B-rated	shows	or	
their	non-rated	schooling	shows.
